Finances

The District Council has approved
the application submitted last year for
a permanent agricultural worker's
dwelling at Anglesey Farm, next to
the existing temporary one. The
Parish Council had no concerns
about a revision to the approved
commercial building off Swaffham
Road, near Longmeadow, which is
requested to be turned through
ninety degrees.

National Trust Visitors

The Parish Council tries to ensure
that all public footpaths in the parish
are available for public use. We have
received permission from the County
Council for the National Trust to put
notices on the narrow sections of the
public footpath between the Car Park
and the Mill suggesting that walkers

Dispensary Service Update — Important Information

Since the easing of lockdown we
have seen volunteers going back to
work, along with patients not always
being in to receive the medication
due to them going back to work so,
unfortunately, it was not working as
efficiently as we would have liked.

With this in mind and the fact that
repeat requests have reduced to
what it was before the lockdown, we
have reverted back to normal
opening. So now everything will
need to be collected.

We will be open from 8.30am to
6pm Monday to Friday. Please
note we will close for Ilunch
between 12 and 2pm every day.

The only exception is for those
patients who are shielding.

Over the past weeks they will have
received details of the community
volunteers through your letterbox.
(Alternatively, log on to your local
Parish Council website where you
will be able to find details.)
Please ‘phone the person in your
area who will be happy to help
arrange pick up of your
medication. If you are struggling
to arrange for someone to pick up
your medication or there is no one
in your area, please contact the
reception team at Bottisham
Medical Practice who will help
arrange a delivery.

Due to reduced staffing numbers
please bear with us as there may be
a longer wait at the dispensary.

We ask that only one person at a
time comes into dispensary,

otherwise please queue outside until
the dispensary area has been
vacated.

We are still working to a
five working day turnaround
and we ask that you do not attend
the practice to collect early as this
increases the pressure on the
dispensary along with
unnecessary footfall.

If you have spoken to a GP and they
have issued an acute prescription for
collection, please allow at least
three hours for this to be received
by dispensary and dispensed.
Again, this will help reduce footfall
ensuring patients only attend once.

Until staff levels return to normal you
will not be able to contact dispensary
direct by phone but will be directed to
our enquiries line (Option 4). A
message will be taken and a call
returned at a quieter time of day and
when it is safe to enter the
dispensary, adhering to social
distancing.

We would like to say a huge thank
you to all our patients for your
support during this time and all the
volunteers who have done an
amazing job of providing the delivery
service.

Delays: The Practice continue to
operate on a reduced number of staff
and ask that all patients be
understanding that there may be
longer wait times for the phones.

Social Prescriber: She is available
to help all those needing assistance
at home and will work with patients to
help them get the support they
need. If you are struggling at home
during this time please phone the
surgery and an appointment can be
arranged for a phone consultation
with the social prescriber who can
assist you with accessing the
appropriate resources.

Routine ‘Flu Vaccinations: The
surgery will be contacting patients
who have previously been offered
these, but not taken up the offer, to
see if they wish to do so this year in
order to be able to arrange a
sufficient supply.

New website: A new website will be
launched shortly for the practice.
Hopefully patients will find this easier
to navigate than the old site.

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As we attended the
District Council’'s Annual
Meeting by Zoom video
o conference, we realised
that we had been vyour District
Councillors for a full year.

The vyear started as we had
expected — getting to know people
locally, getting the Parish Council
meetings and village magazine
deadlines into our diaries, setting up
our Councillor ‘surgeries’ and ‘Meet
your Councillor dates, visiting the
summer village fairs/fetes/feasts and
attending the District Council and
Committee meetings.

We were just starting to feel familiar
with our role and responsibilities when
everything changed. The impact of
Covid-19 has brought the most rapid
change many of us wil have
experienced in our lives.

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Summer fire safety

Whilst many of the Covid-19
restrictions remain in force we hope,
before too long, with considered
professional advice and consequent
relaxation of rules, that we may be
able to safely and progressively
venture back into the ‘outside world’

CFRS. is urging residents to take
extra care whist outdoors this
summer.

With temperatures rising, fires in
open areas of land can easily start,
spread and become out of control.

Group Commander Paul Clarke,
head of community fire safety at
CFRS, said:

“We want to help ensure that
people safely enjoy the sunny
weather whilst it's here. High
temperatures and dry areas of
land can be perfect conditions
for a fire to spread. Something
as simple as not properly
stubbing out a cigarette, or
using a disposable barbecue on
grass, can start a fire that can
develop quickly.”

There are some simple steps we
urge residents to take to help prevent
outdoor fires:

* Put disposable barbecues on
bricks, do not place directly on
grass.

* Ensure cigarettes are completely
out

* Do not throw cigarettes out of car
windows onto grass verges or
vegetation

* Do not leave glass bottles lying on

Swift Saga....!

When | last wrote on 15th May, |
had one bird coming in to a nest
box here in Northfields, since then
I've had three Swifts in three
different boxes, 13 days for them
to eventually make a pair after
three fights between these birds.
Oh, and a rescuelrelease after a
bird fell to the ground when
escaping a fight, and no eggs/
chicks to date......

There may be hope yet though as |
witnessed them mating on the 10th
June, so | hope there'll be eggs
from 17th, but as its only the 14th
as | write this, I'll have to update
you in September's issue.

The Swifts fight for territory, just
like you would see a Robin or
Blackbird do in your garden, but
because they only ever land in
their nesting place their fights
happen in a confined space and so
it's much harder to get away from
each other especially when they
lock their claws in a vice like grip.
It's awful to see on the camera,
one downside of being privy to
their nest boxes.

The bird | had to rescue fell from
the nest entrance onto my drive
because it was being dangled by
its wing by the other Swift, and
therefore didn't get a clean
getaway. It fell and once grounded
cannot take off again, | rushed
outside to see where it dropped
and managed to grab it before it
tried to scrabble under my
campervan.

| put it in a box for a while so it could
recoup, calm down and be ready to
take flight again. | took it to the
Fassage, stood in the middle of the
playing field with my arm stretched
high with it sitting on my open palm
from where it eventually orientated
itself and took off.

Very satisfying to see, but
extraordinarily more so, seeing it
return to the nest box again 30
minutes later. | know it was the
same bird as it had some feathers
damaged and marked which were
clearly visible to identify it.

| took it to the Fassage to give it
plenty of room to swoop off of my
hand, not fall too far if it's not ready
to fly and give myself a good chance
of seeing where it is if it's grounded
again. If you ever find yourself in a
similar situation, please DO NOT
ever release a bird from a great
height or throw it. If it's not ready to
fly you could hurt it even more.

Swifts are such special birds for me,
| cannot help but smile when | hear
a screaming party whizz past and
then to look up and see them
dancing in a blue summer sky is a
joy, | hope you might enjoy them
too.

Public Transport Matters

Rail ticket prices went up in January
and people bought season tickets
which, due to lockdown, they may
not have been able to use and
refunds are being delayed.

There are suggestions that rail fares
should be linked to the Consumer
Price Index not the Retail Price Index
and so could be lower.

The arguments over the route of the
proposed two new busways continue
but are now said to have been
finalised. They will provide off-road
routes for two as yet unconfirmed
‘electric vehicles’ and join the usual
road routes at each end. It will look
and function more like a normal
road. There will be two additional
park and ride sites — one east of
Babraham and the other north of
St. Neot's Road and Hardwick.
Waterbeach and a connection to
Newmarket Road is another project
under consideration by the Greater
Cambridgeshire partnership.
Stapleford and Gt. Shelford are
against a proposed route for a
busway through green belt land.

News from The Anglesey Group of Parishes
Thinking Allowed

The first exciting thing to share is
that with changes in Government
guidelines most of our church
buildings are now open again for
private prayer. You would be very
welcome to drop in on your walks
around the village. Sit and enjoy the
peace of the building, bring those
you love to God in prayer, share
your hopes and concerns with the
God who is closer to us than the air
we breathe.

Lode, Bottisham and Swaffham

Prior are open each day, Quy is
open on Wednesday and Sunday

afternoons 2-5pm. The only church
not open at present is Swaffham
Bulbeck because we are anticipating
major work to install the long-
awaited toilet in the next few weeks
(bats permitting!)

Although the church buildings have
been closed for worship over the
past 12 weeks the church family has
still been gathering for worship on-
line. Church members, along with
other wonderful volunteers, have
continued to offer practical help and
support in the villages.

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The church has sought new ways to
support those who are grieving and
has adapted the way funerals have
taken place to make them the very
best they can be for families.

We have continued to work with the
couples who should have been
celebrating their marriages in our
churches.

As part of our reflection on what we
have learnt over the past weeks and
what we have missed, | asked
everyone on the electoral roll some
questions about worship and the
church. The questions were linked
to Pentecost the festival of the
coming of the Holy Spirit which we
keep as the birthday of the Christian
church. The following are some of
our reflections.

Whilst most people who could
access the Zoom services were
grateful for the technology which
gave us the opportunity to see and
talk to each other and enabled us to
worship together, there were some
constant themes which surfaced.
Many people said they found it more
difficult to worship in this way.
Christians can  worship  God
anywhere and at any time. There is
no need for a special building, we
can pray and worship at home, in
the garden or the countryside, on
the bus or at work. However, many
people find that sacred spaces
whether a building or a holy outdoor
space, help them to connect with
our transcendent God and help us to
sense the numinous.

Those spaces, often very beautiful
and hallowed by many generations,
give a sense of continuity and have
helped people to feel the otherness
of God who is close yet is not like
us. Churches were built, often by

past generations, to glorify God and
that communicates itself to those
who come to spend time in them
today. It is that feeling which draws
many visitors to cathedrals and
other sacred sites across the world.

When we worship at home we are
often surrounded by the ordinary,
by the things that have piled up
around us that need to be done,
homes are full of everyday “stuff”.
Home may also be a place of varied
emotions and it could be full of
sounds with the television or music
playing in the next room.

So, what have we learnt? Well,
perhaps we have learnt to value
once again the buildings that are
part of our heritage. To appreciate
their beauty and tranquillity and to
value the illusive sense of holiness
they often convey. We have also
learnt that it is important to be able
to connect in a similar way at home
or wherever we find ourselves.

Lockdown has taught us an
important lesson about working
towards that same sense of
connection and sacredness
amongst the ordinary places of our
lives. That requires practice,
sometimes it needs concentrated
effort to ignore the things that are
clamouring for our attention or the
noises beyond. Lockdown has
helped us to understand that whilst
for  many of the regular
congregation our buildings are a
great help, their otherness and
dislocation from ordinary everyday
life can be a barrier to those who
are unused to them.

People searching for a way to
connect with God and those
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wanting to explore their own
spiritual nature often find the
strangeness of church off-putting
whereas on-line they have been
able to access worship from the
security of what they know and feel
comfortable with. Even to participate
whilst not being seen.

Lockdown has enabled us to
recognise God’s grace at work even
through difficult times. We have
learnt some new skills, re-evaluated
some ancient truths and faced some
current challenges and in all these
things God has revealed more of
himself and his involvement in our
lives.

The second great insight from our
new ways of worshipping is that not
only is place important, but people
are too. Yes, we have been able to
see each other, we have been able
to chat over coffee but we have not
been able to gather in person or see
each other face to face. There is
something very significant about
being together in the flesh. We
should not be surprised at this since
God made us to be embodied and
at the heart of the Christian faith is
the Incarnation, God taking flesh in
Jesus and being with us physically.

It's difficult to explain why seeing
each other is not sufficient but many
church-goers remarked on how they
had missed being with other people,
sharing the physicality of holy
communion, singing together, the
immediacy of how our bodies are
involved in communication and the
importance of touch.

Communicating on Zoom is tiring
and not completely satisfactory. We
cannot easily gauge moods or read
emotions expressed through

another's body language and
instead we have to gaze at their
faces for clues. Going forward this
too should inform our worship and
our outreach. Whilst it is very good
to help people to feel welcome at
worship from the comfort and
security of their own home there is
no substitute for the immediacy of
being part of a loving and caring
community which is focusing its
collective mind and heart upon the
physical expression of worship.

In the Christian tradition that
physical expression is found in the
lifting of hands in praise or in
kneeling to pray or receive the
sacrament. It might also be found in
the action of making the sign of the
cross. All these things remind us
that we are an embodied community
and our faith is expressed physically
in worship and practically in service
of others.

There were many other things which
came out of the congregational
responses and it has been good to
stop and reflect together. Going
forward our worship may not be as it
was for some while. In fact, it may
never get back to precisely what we
were used to. However, we thank
God for all that he has shown us
and challenged us with during this
time. We are looking forward to
building, with his grace and help,
worship which will sustain his people
so that we may serve Him in the
world. We thank God for showing us
new ways of reaching out to include
others as we worship Him.
